The products listed in this guide are made by the proud members of United Automobile,
Aerospace and Agricultural Implement Workers of America (UAW), UNITE HERE,
Boilermakers (IBB), Bakery, Confectionery, Tobacco Workers and Grain Millers (BCTGM),
Machinists (IAM), United Steel Workers (USW), Teamsters (IBT), United Food and
Commercial Workers (UFCW), the Retail, Wholesale and Department Store Union/UFCW
(RWDSU/UFCW), United Farm Workers (UFW), Workers United (SEIU) and the
Communication Workers of America (CWA).

In a rapidly changing global economy, always check the label of the products you purchase.
By law, almost all imported products must disclose the country of origin. If a product is
made in the USA, however, the manufacturer does not have to state that it is Made in the
USA. This loophole has confused consumers for decades as products Made in the USA will
often show no country of origin.

Not all goods are manufactured ethically by companies that believe in supporting
their workers. That’s why shopping for union-made products matters.

In many cases, the same products are made by union and non-union employees; many
manufacturers produce goods in the U.S. and other countries. Therefore, not all products
made by the same company are union made. We have indicated the union-made products
for each company. It is important to check product packaging for country of origin and, of |
course, the union label.

By shopping for products made by union workers in North America, you can rest assured
that the goods were produced in facilities run by companies that treat their workers with
respect, value their abilities, and compensate them fairly for their labor.

These vehicles are made in the United States or Canada by members of the UAW and Canada’s Unifor union,
formetly ihe Canciciicn Auto Workers (CAW). Because of the integration of vehicie production in both countries, all
of the vehicles listed as madie in Canadc include signficant UAW-made conteni and support ihe jobs of UAW
members.

However, vehicles marked with a single asierisk (') are also prociuced in Mexico.

Heavy-duiy Cheviole: Sitverados and GMC Sierras are ouillin Flint, Michigan and Heavy Duiy Siiveracios are builf
in Conada. Lighi-duty Chevrolei Silveradio and GMC Sierra Regular Cabs are produced in Mexico only. Vehicles
marked vwith a cdouble asierisk {77} are the crew cab versions of the Chevrolet Silverado lighi-duiy and GMC
Siena lighi-cuty trucks. Those are assembled by UAW memoers in Fort Wayne, indiana, and also in Mexico.

Canada prociuces the lignt Duty Silverado Crew Cab bul not the GMC version. When purchasing a vehicle

marked with @ single or ciouble asierisk, it's important to check the Vehicle Ideniification Number (VIN). A VIN
beginning vwitn “17 or "4 or "5 identifies a U.S.-made vehicle; a 2" identifies a Canadian-made vehicle; a 3"
icientifies a vehicle made in Mexico. Not all vehicles made in the United States or Canada are built by union-repre-
sented workers. Vehicles not listed here. even if produced in the United States or Canada, are not union made
